Enactment of Lobbying Act

President Shui-bian Chen
Premierof Executive Yuan Chun-hsiung Chang
Minister of the Ministry of the Interior Yi-yang lee

Article 1  This Act is designated to create an open andsparent
procedures for lobbying to prevent from tortuodignefits feeding
and assure the democratic participation

Article 2 The term lobbying mentioned in this Act refergiie behavior
that lobbyist intends to affect the lobbied partyite agency about
the formulation, enactment, modification or annutinef laws,
government policies or legislation by any oral orritten
communication direction directly to the lobbied tyaror its
designee.

The term “lobbyist” used in this Act is as follows:

l.Individual, legal person, organization permittetb
establishment or file for record or group consigtl by
special purpose with representative.

2.Individual or profit corporation designated fobbying.

The term “lobbied party” mentioned in this Act refeas

follows:

1.President, vice president.

2.Legislators of representative bodies at varieuslb.

3.The chief and deputy chief of special municigalit
county/city and township / city.



4.Persons specified in paragraph 1 of article 2Pofitical
Appointees Pension Statues.

Article 3 The Ministry of Interior is designated as the peatent
authorities of this Act.

Article 4 The individual, legal person, organization petedt to
establishment or file for record or group consaétutby special
purpose with representative proceeding lobby setth foin
subparagraph 1 of paragraph 2 of article 2 shallloloby about
formulation, enactment, modification or annulment kaws,
government policies or legislation without any ilwement with
them.

The lobbyist designated for lobbying is subject toe
individual qualifying in the professional and tedal special
examination and profit corporation with lobbyingsimess written
in its articles of incorporation.

Article 5 This Act is unapplicable to following acts:

1.Civil servants who perform public duties accogdia laws

2.The personnel accredited or dispatched by foreign

government of internal organization among goverrisien
who perform duties assigned

3.People or organizations address their opiniorapiaication,

petition, pleading and statement of opinion.

Article 6 If the lobbyist is a legal person or organizationh shall
chose representatives to engage in lobbying, aatdhle number of
representatives shall not exceed ten persons.

Article 7 Foreign governments, legal persons and orgaormtshall

commission the ROC lobbyists to engage in lobbying.

That foreign governments, legal persons, orgamaatiand

natural persons shall not lobby the matters foionat defense,



foreign affairs and Mainland affairs involved intioaal security or
national secrets.

Article 8 People, legal persons, organizations or othditutisns from
Mainland area shall not lobby in person or commissbther
lobbyist to do so; people, legal persons, orgaimmat or other
institutions from Hong Kong or Macau are also aggtie.

Article 9 During the process of lobbying, lobbyists shabt rmploy
force, intimidation or other unjustifiable meanadashall not offer,
promise or give a bribe or other improper benefié fobbied party.

Article 10 Someone specified in paragraph 3 of article 2 shail
lobby to the organizations served by that persahiwifive years
before leaving office for himself/herself or on b#hof legal
persons or organizations in three years after igpwffice, and shall
not commission other lobbyists to do so, howevsrsé provisions
shall be inapplicable to representatives at varieusls.

Article 11 Those who have one of the following conditions khat be

commissioned, or be assigned to serve as a lobbyist

1. Where the person has committed the crime ofiiastion or
the crime relating to foreign regression after geziod of
suppressing communist rebellion and is sentenced to
fixed-term imprisonment which is not suspended.

2. Where the person has committed any crime plesttin the
Punishment of Corruption Act and is sentencedxedfiterm
imprisonment which is not suspended.

3. Where the person has committed any crime pheesttin the
Organized Crime Prevention Act and is sentenced to
fixed-term imprisonment which is not suspended.

4. Where the person has committed a crime offemgaviing
fraud, misappropriation or breach of trust under @riminal



Codeand is sentenced to fixed-term imprisonment whgh i

not suspended.

Article 12 Legislators of representative bodies at variouslishall
not lobby for an enterprise run by themselves [ated parties, or
their total invested shares have exceeded 10%, shiatl not
commission other lobbyist to do so.

The scope of legislators of representative bodiesaaous

levels set forth in preceding paragraph is as Wato

1.The spouse or family members living with ledista of
representative bodies

2.Second degree relatives of the legislators ofessmtative
bodies.

3.The publicly funded assistance of the legistataf
representative bodies

4.The spouse or trustee of trust property

5.The chairman, director, supervisor or managen qirofit
corporation is served by the legislators of repntgere
bodies or persons specified in paragraph 1 and 2.

Article 13 Lobbyist shall, before lobbying, file registratiovith the
lobbied government agency though application casedse with

following items:

1.Individual:

(1) Name, date of birth, place of living, ID No., telheme
number or other contact method; those who had beesed
as civil servants set forth in paragraph 3 of &tz shall
write down the name, title and term of office ofeagies
served within five years before leaving office.

(2) The name and title of lobbied party.

(3) The purpose and content of lobbying.



(4) The term of lobbying.

(5) The estimated expenditure of lobbying.

(6) Explain the relationship with formulation, enactrhen
modification or annulment of laws, government pelscor
legislation and provide the documents.

(7) For designated lobbyist, the evidence of designatio
certificate of qualification in the professionaldatechnical
special examination, number of practicing certigsagreed
compensation and information sufficient to identifiye
designator.

2.Legal persons or organizations:

(1)The name of legal person or organization, registmaor
permit or filing certificate, principal location drihe name,
date of birth, living place, ID No., telephone nuwanlor
other contact method of its representative or cir.

(2)The name, date of birth, place of living, ID Nelephone
number or other contact method of lobbying repredamr
set forth in article 6; those who had been senzdial
servants set forth in paragraph 3 of article 2 |sivaite
down the name, title and term of office of agencessed
within five years before leaving office.

Any change of preceding registration shall file the
modification registration within five days from theate of
change.

The termination registration shall be filed withten days
from termination of lobby

The modification registration may be filed in teayd
before expiry of lobbying term if necessary.

If the regqistrations of preceding four paragraphes a
unconforming with legal procedures, the agencybbled party
shall order the lobbyist to correct them by a dead|

The competent authority shall set the applicatmmf of
registration for paragraph 1 to 3.

Article 14 The lobbied government agency shall assign resplensi

unit or personnel to accept the registration obiohg.

Article 15 In case that lobbyist proceeds the lobbying rasiidy

this Act, the lobbied government agency shall noteat the
registration and shall notify the lobbyiset in wrg; while the

lobbied party shall refuse the lobbying.
As to the lobby allowed but not legally registeréide

lobbied party shall refuse it. However, the lolkbiparty or
lobbied government agency shall notify the lobbyestmake up
the registration by a deadline if unable to refiusienely.

Article 16 Lobbied person shall, after receiving lobbying mats,

inform the agency's responsible unit or persorotaihg items for
registration within seven days:



1. Lobbyist.
2. Lobbying time, place and method.
3. Content of Lobbying.

Article 17 Lobbyist shall prepare the financial statementgintling
spent on lobbying and file report with the lobbigdvernment
agency by May 31 of each year and as managingetinartation
registration.

The lobbyist shall keep the funding accounts preghdor
preceding financial statements for five years.

Article 18 The lobbied governmental agency shall keep thadfili
financial statement in accordance with registrattems set forth
in article 13 and article 16 and the paragraph Ilpm@ceding
article, and shall publicize to the telecommunmatnetwork or
governmental notices or other publications quarterHowever,
it is not applicable to registration items prohdoitto publication in
accordance with other laws.

Preceding registration and financial statementdl siea
kept for five years.

Article 19 Any person may browse, transcribe, photocopy or
photograph preceding registration and financiatestents; the
competent authority shall determine the enforcemetds and
charges.

Article 20 When the lobbied government agency holds public
hearing related to the cause for lobbying during thgistered
period of lobbying, a lobbyist shall be informedke present at
the hearing.

Article 21 Any following circumstance will be imposed a pegalt
between NTD500,000 and NTD2,500,000:

1.Proceed lobbying by concealing the restrictions set



forth in paragraph 1 or 2 of article 4 on purpose.

2. Proceed lobbying by violation of regulations inicet
10, 11 or paragraph 1 of article 12.

Article 22 Any following circumstance will be imposed a pegalt
between NTD200,000 and NTD1,000,000:

1. Apply or change the registration in accordance with
paragraph 1 or 2 of article 13, but the content of
registration is inconsistent with lobbying.

2. Failing to file in accordance with regulation seith in
paragraph 1 of article 17 or make fraudulent canben
purpose.

If preceding condition is material violation, thehe
lobbied government agency may refuse the resigmatiosaid
lobbyist for one year.

Article 23 Any following circumstance will be imposed a pegalt
between NTD100,000 and NTD500,000:

1.Failing to file the modification or termination
registration in accordance with regulation sethart
paragraph 2 of article 13.

2. Violate the proviso in paragraph 2 of article 1%l dail
to make up the registration by deadline.

3. Fail to make notice for registration in accordamgth
article 16

Article 24 The lobbyist will be fined between NTD50,000 and
NTD250,000 as punishment for failing to keep theaficial
statement in accordance with paragraph 2 of arti¢le

Article 25 Fail to make up the registration after taking pbhment
for not filing the statements, modification and nteration
registration or make up the registration by deadimaccordance



with paragraph 1 of article 22 and article 23,& fwill need to be
imposed for each further breach. Fail to corréat willfully

registration or fraud content of registration byadkne is also
applicable.

Article 26

If the proceeds or compensation of the lobbyisteers

the highest amount of penalty set forth in precgdine articles,

fines may be increased to the extent of the lollsymoceeds or
compensation.

If the lobbyist is an organization other than legaisons, then
the penalty for violating this Act shall be madeaagt its

representative.

The penalty imposed by this Act shall not constituhe

disclaimer of legal liabilities pursuant to othaws.

The lobbied government agency shall provide theugho
evidence for the penalty regulated by this Act aomit to

following agencies for implementation of punishment

1.Those who serving as president, vice president,

legislator or persons specified in paragraph lrodla
2 of Political Appointees Pension Statues shall be
implemented by Control Yuan.

2.The competent authority shall be responsible for

circumstances other than preceding paragraph.

The Control Yuan and competent authority may also
voluntarily make investigation to implement the @ment
under this Act.

Regulations governing the implementation of thig stwall be
enacted by the competent authority.
This Act will take effect one year after promulgati
