II.    Q: Where can the aliens apply for permanent residence? What are the required documents? How much is the application fee? 
A:
1.   Regulated by:
(1)      Article 23 of Immigration Law.
(2)      Article 40~42 & 63 of The Enforcement Regulations of the Immigration Law.
(3)      Article 12 of Regulations Governing Visiting, Residence and Permanent Residence.
(4)      Article 3 of The Application Fee Standard for Applying Immigration Relevant Certificates.
2.   Application authorities:
You may apply to the residing local police bureau, after passing the preliminary screening at the bureau, your application will be sent to the National Police Administration of M.O.I for reviewing.
3.   Required Documents:
(1)      An application form.
(2)      Two current, full-face photos (1”x1.5”).
(3)      A Statement of Eligibility for the Required Residence Years and Physical Presence in Taiwan Areas.
(4)      The calculation of the applicant’s physical presence in the Taiwan Areas each year backwards.
(5)      The current/old passport, original and one photocopy. The original will be returned after verification.
(6)      The ARC, original and one photocopy. The original will be returned after verification.
(7)      The satisfactory Health Certificate.
(8)      The Income Tax (or Tax-exempt) Certificates for the most recent three years.
(9)      The Certificates verifying skill, talent, or financial assets.
(10)  The Police Record Certificates for the most recent five years issued by (a) the applicant’s country of origin and (b) the local police bureau in Taiwan, respectively.
(11)  The Certificate of Entry and Exit (issued by the Immigration Bureau) verifying dates of continuous legal residence.
(12)  Other relevant certificates.
4.      Processing Period:
(1)      Residing local police bureau: Within 5 days.
(2)      National Police Administration, MOI: Within 2 months.
5.      Application Fee: NT$10,000.
  
III.     Q: Can an alien authorize the proxy to apply for permanent residence? What are the authorities that receive applications? 
A:
1.      Regulated by: Article 47 of Immigration Law.
2.      Applicants with legally and continuously resident status in the ROC may authorize immigration service organizations or local proxies to apply to the residing local police bureau.
3.      Applicants without legally and continuously resident status in the ROC shall request local immigration service organizations or proxies to apply to the last residing police bureau and are required to receive the interview scheduled by the National Police Administration.
  
IV.      Q: Under what conditions that the application for permanent residence by the aliens will not be granted? 
A:
1.      Those who are under the age of 20 or children of ROC nationals whose age is under 14.
2.      Those who have committed an offense that the sentence was at least imprisonment or those who have offended the social order and public morals in the ROC in the past five years.
3.      Those who file his/her application more than two years after qualifying as a permanent alien resident according to the Immigration Law.
4.      Those who have no sufficient property, assets or professional skills to support themselves in the ROC.
5.      Those who failed to reside for the certain days regulated by the Immigration Law during his/her legally continuous stay in the ROC.
6.      Those whose Permanent Resident Certificate has been revoked or cancelled under the facts regulated in Article 31 of the Immigration Law.
7.      Those who have failed the health (physical) examination.
8.      Those who have concurrently possessed R.O.C. nationality.
9.      Those who are considered to have damaged the national interests of R.O.C.
  
V. Q: What are the meanings for so-called “have legally and continuously resided in the State for seven years”, “have legally and continuously resided in the State for five years” and “have legally resided in the State for more than fifteen years” as stated in Article 23 of the Immigration Law? Shall the period of residence completed before the Law goes into effect also be included? 
     A: 
1.      Regulated by: Paragraph 1 of Article 23 of Immigration Law and Article 40 of The Enforcement Regulations of the Immigration Law. 
2.      The meanings are stated as follows: 
(1)   The period of having legally and continuously resided in the State for seven years refers to the period of residence completed by the holder of the Alien Resident Certificate. 
(2)   The period of having legally and continuously resided in the State for five years refers to the combination of the applicant’s period of legally and continuously residence and period of continuous legal visit. 
(3)   The period of having legally resided in the State for fifteen years refers to the combination of the applicant’s periods of legal residence and visit. 
3.      The above three periods are not only included the period of residence completed before the Law goes into effect, but also dated backwards from the day applying for permanent residence. 
  
VI.        Q: How do the applicants calculate the period of legally and continuously residence? 

      A: The calculation ways according to the different qualifications claimed by 
                 the applicants are as follows:

VII.     Q: How does the applicant calculate his/her days of physical presence each residence year during the period of legally and continuously residence? 

A: To calculate the total days of physical presence in Taiwan Areas, the applicant has to deduct the sums of days not in the Taiwan Areas from 365 days so as to calculate whether he/she has resided for over 270/183days each residence year or has legally resided for more than fifteen years during which he/she has resided for over 183 days each residence year for eight years.
  
VIII.  Q: Are there any special restrictions for the alien spouses and/or children of nationals with registered permanent residence in the Taiwan Areas to apply for permanent resident status? 
     A:
1.      Regulated by Article 23 of Immigration Law & Article 40 of The Enforcement Regulations of the Immigration Law.
2.      The applicant is required to remain in a continuous marriage or relative relationship with the same Chinese spouse/parent at each application.
  
IX.        Q: An alien who had been resided in Taiwan at the purpose of employment at first and then married with a Chinese national with registered permanent residence in the Taiwan areas, can this alien apply for permanent residence as being the alien spouse of a Chinese national for which the combination of his/her two previous resident periods has reached the condition of having legally and continuously resided for five years? 
          A:
1.      Regulated by Article 23 of Immigration Law & Article 40 of The Enforcement Regulations of the Immigration Law.
2.      Besides the fact of being married with a Chinese national, the applicant must have the marriage registered with the household registry office and change the alien resident records at the residing local police bureau beforehand. If the applicant has been legally and continuously resided for five years after marriage, he/she is qualified to apply under this condition. If the applicant has been legally and continuously resided for seven years during the periods before and after his/her marriage, he/she is also qualified to apply under this condition.
  
X.         Q: An applicant who had two marriages with two Chinese nationals and both purposes of residence were joining family, can this applicant apply for permanent residence as being the alien spouse of a Chinese national for which the combination of his/her two previous resident periods has reached the condition of having legally and continuously resided for five years? 
 

A:
1.      Regulated by Article 23 of the Immigration Law & Article 40 of The Enforcement Regulations of the Immigration Law.
2.      The favorable condition for the alien spouse of a Chinese national who has legally and continuously resided for five years which is regulated in Article 23 of the Immigration Law is mainly set for the purpose of providing legitimate constancy for the alien spouse of a Chinese national so as to maintain a stable marriage relationship.
3.      The applicant who has two marriages wanted to apply for permanent residence under this favorable condition does not correspond with our purpose of protecting our nationals’ marriage and the basic requirement of remaining in a continuous marriage relationship with the same spouse at each marriage when applied, therefore, the application will not be granted.
  
XI.        Q: Is there a time limit for exercising the right of claim for the aliens who wanted to apply for permanent residence? 
A:
1.      Regulated by Article 40 of The Enforcement Regulations of the Immigration Law.
2.      Applications for permanent residence shall be filed within two years after completing the period of residence; those who failed to apply within this time limit will not be granted.
  
XII.     Q: Can the aliens who hold an ARC and concurrently have ROC nationality apply for permanent residence? 
 A:
1.      Regulated by Paragraph 2 of Article 23 & Article 31 of the Immigration Law.
2.      The aliens who concurrently have ROC nationality and are residing in the ROC may not apply for permanent residence.
  
XIII.  Q: What are the requirements that can identify an applicant’s ROC nationality? 
         A:

1.      The Ministry of the Interior takes charge of the Administration of Nationality. 
2.      The requirements that can identify the applicant’s ROC nationality are as follows:

XIV.  Q: How to handle the application of permanent residence for an alien who concurrently has ROC nationality and is residing in the ROC? 
A: 
1.      Regulated by Paragraph 2 of Article 23 & Article 31 of Immigration Law. 
2.      The applicant is allowed to apply for permanent residence only after he/she has lost his/her ROC nationality with the approval of the Ministry of the Interior in accordance with the provision of Article 11 of Law of Nationality. 
  
XV.     Q: There is a time limit for exercising the right of claim as stipulated in Article 40 of The Enforcement Regulations of The Immigration Law that is the applications for permanent residency shall be filed within two years after completing the period of residency. For the alien who concurrently has the ROC nationality and is required to leave this country by not allowing his/her extension of residency due to his/her application for the lost of his/her ROC nationality, is there any contingency way in handling such an inconvenient situation? 
A: 
1.      Regulated by: Article 40 of The Enforcement Regulations of the Immigration Law and Subparagraph 3 of Article 3 of Regulations Governing Visiting, Residence and Permanent Residence of Aliens. 
2.      The applicant who meets one of the following requirements is allowed to apply for a three-month special extension but only for once: 
(1)   The dependent that is about to lose his/her original purpose of residence due to the reason that his/her age is going to be 20, and he/she has no other purpose of residence. 
(2)   The person who has guaranteed to fulfill his/her application for approval of losing ROC nationality and apply for permanent residence status in accordance with the provisions within the time limit of special extension. 
(3)   Notes: 
An applicant who failed to fulfill his/her application for approval of losing ROC nationality or apply for permanent residence status within the time limit of special extension, shall leave this country first and apply again after reentry. He/She is required to notice “the right of claim within two years” which stipulated in Article 40 of The Enforcement Regulations of The Immigration Law. 
  
XVI.  Q: Are there any age restrictions for aliens who wish to apply for the permanent residence? 
A: 
1.      Regulated by: Paragraph 1 of Article 1 of Immigration Law. 
2.      Aliens who wish to apply for permanent residence are required to be at the age of twenty and over except for the alien children of ROC nationals whose age can be fourteen and over.

1.      The so-called “specialized or skilled professions” stated in Article 15 of the Enforcement Rules of the Employment Service Act is within the scope of “Special Skills”; therefore, the applicant who is qualified with this rule is eligible to claim as having special skills. 
2.      The provision of Article 15 of the Enforcement Rules of the Employment Service Act is as follows: 
Specialized or skilled professions described in Article 43(a)(1) of the Employment Service Act include: 
(1)   Professions that can only be practiced after a person acquires a license or professional qualification in accordance with the Examination Act for Specialized Profession and Technical Personnel and its Enforcement Rules; 
(2)   Professions that can only be performed in a competent manner by a doctoral degree holder from relevant department in a local or foreign university or above, a master degree holder with over one year experience in relevant field, or a bachelor degree holder with over two-year experience in relevant field; and 
(3)   Other professions that can only be performed in a competent manner by a person who has received higher education or professional training, passed a professional test, served as an expert with relevant experience and solid achievement, or self-trained in a way that proves creative and outstanding. 
XIX.        Q: What are the required check-up items for the satisfactory health examination reports for aliens who wish to apply for Permanent Residence? Are there any specified medical institutions? 
A: 
1.      Regulated by: Paragraph 2 of Article 12 of Regulation Governing, Residence And Permanent Residence of Aliens 
2.      The affairs of health examination are under the supervision of the Department of Health of the Executive Yuan. 
3.      For aliens who wish to apply for permanent residence, the check-up items for the satisfactory health examination reports are regulated in accordance with the required health examination items formulated by Department of Health of the Executive Yuan. For further information on the specified medical institutions for providing the aliens’ health examination, please look into the website of Center for Disease Control: www.cdc.gov.tw 
  
XX.           Q: Where can the applicants apply for the Certificate of Entry and Exit verifying dates of continuous legal residence? 
A: The Applicants can apply certificates to Bureau of Immigration, Ministry of the Interior, Address: 15, Guangzhou Street, Taipei. Inquiry Tel: (02)2389-9983, Operator Tel:(02)2386-9393. 
  
XXI.        Q: Do applicants have to hand in relevant fee when applying for permanent residence? 
A: 
1.      Regulated by: Article 3 of the Regulation of Immigration Permit Certificate Fee. 
2.      The charged fee for aliens who want to apply Alien Permanent Resident Certificate is for the cost of the certificate. The application fee shall be handed in when the residing local police bureau issuing the APRC. 
  
XXII.     Q: When do the aliens get the permanent residence status? 
               A: The aliens’ permanent residence status starts from the day when the 
                    residing local police bureau issuing the APRC to the aliens. 
  
XXIII.  Q: Do the aliens with permanent residence status concurrently have the right to work in the ROC? 
A: 
1.      The approval of right to work for foreigners is under the supervision of the Council of Labor Affairs of the Executive Yuan. 
2.      According to the Interpretation No.0910049787 (October 1,2002)stipulated by the Council of Labor of Affairs, foreigner who has acquired a permit of permanent residence that is eligible for Subparagraph 5 of Paragraph 1 of Article 51 of Employment Service Act may apply for work permits to the Council of Labor Affairs without employers' initiation. There is no need for the employer who hired the aforementioned foreigner to apply for any recruitment permit from other authorities concerned. Should there be restrictions on qualification or requirements on obtaining license and qualification through training or examination on the job served by the aforesaid foreigner, it shall be regulated by other applicable provisions. 
  
XXIV.   Q: Can the aliens with permanent residence status join in the Health Insurance? 
A:
1.      The affairs of Health Insurance are under the supervision of Bureau of Health Insurance.
2.      Both of the Aliens who are holding APRC or ARC are eligible to have the right to be an insurant, there is no difference between them.
  
XXV.      Q: Under what situations that aliens who wish to apply for permanent residence status should take an interview with the official? 
A:
1.      Applicants who are under one of the following situations are exempt from an interview:
(1)   Those who are under the age of 20.
(2)   Those who are over the age of 60.
2.      Applicants who are applying abroad:
After passing the screening by the last residing local police bureau in the ROC and the reviewing of the relevant application documents by the National Police Administration, the applicants are required to come to the ROC to be interviewed by the NPA personally.
3.      Other applicants, who are considered to be in need of interviewing, shall be required by the residing local police bureau to take an interview after reporting his/her application to the NPA or before the issuance of APRC.
  
XXVI.   Q: If there is no police record certificate issuing system within the applicant’s country or there is another concrete fact for inability to issue the PRC, can the applicant ask not to submit this certificate? 
A: The Applicants are exempt from submitting the Police Record Certificate only after he/she has given a proof that there is no police record certificate issuing system within his/her country or other concrete fact of inability to issue this certificate to the residing local police bureau and has been verified by the Foreign Affairs Ministry after being asked by the NPA.
  
XXVII.        Q: An Applicant who has been resided in the Taiwan Areas during his/her legal residence period and has found no exit record, can this applicant be exempt from submitting the Police Record Certificate of his/her country of origin when applying for permanent residence? 
A:
1.      Regulated by: Article 23 of Immigration Law, Article 41 of The Enforcement Regulations of the Immigration Law and Article 12 of Regulations Governing Visiting, Residence and Permanent Residence of Aliens.
2.      Aliens who have a decent character refers to the fact that, in the last five years, no offence punishable with a principal penalty of imprisonment or graver punishment has been committed, or no violation of public order and good customs determined by this Administration. The applicant’s Police Record Certificate of his/her country of origin is also a required document for proving one’s decent character, therefore, it is being asked to be submitted although the applicant has been resided in the Taiwan Areas during his/her legal residence period and has found no exit record.
  
XXVIII.     Q: When do you start to calculate whether an alien who has not resided for 183 days for each year during his permanent residence in the States after his/her acquirement of permanent residence status? Are there any special reasons that the applicant can be exempt from this restriction? Where can he/she apply for this exemption?

                1.      Regulated by: Proviso in Subparagraph 4 of Article 31 of
                      Immigration Law and Article 13 of Regulations Governing Visiting,
                      Residence and Permanent Residence of Aliens.
                2.   Application Authority: Residing local police bureau.
                3.   Permanent resident aliens are under the restriction of having resided
                      for 183 days during permanent residence period, it starts from the
                      beginning of the following year after issuance of APRC.
                4.   The APRC holders who are exempt from this restriction are those
                      who have the approval of the Authority to study abroad, to seek
                       medical treatment, or for other special reasons. The required
                       documents are as follows:

2.      Application Authority: Residing local police bureau.
3.      The permanent resident aliens who have changed their domiciles or places of employment shall register the change within 15 days after the actual change takes place. For those who failed to apply within the time limit shall be fined.
　

XXX.      Q: Shall the permanent resident aliens apply for a re-entry permit in advance if they have to exit prior to reentering the State? 
A:
1.      Regulated by: Article 23 of Immigration Law and Article 14 of Regulations Governing Visiting, Residence and Permanent Residence of Aliens.
2.      Application Authority: Residing local police bureau.
3.      The aliens who have acquired permanent residence shall be exempt from applying for a re-entry permit, but are required to show their passports together with their APRC when reentering the ROC.
　

XXXI.   Q: How to deal with the case when a permanent resident alien entering the ROC without holding the APRC but holding other kind of visa?

3.      The permanent resident aliens who are entering the ROC without holding an APRC but holding a Resident Visa or Visitor Visa (or through Visa-exemption), shall register the change of his/her entering record to be a permanent resident alien to the residing local police bureau within the time limit listed below, those who failed to apply within the time limit shall be punished in accordance with the relevant regulations stipulated in Immigration Law:
(1)   Entering with a Resident Visa: Shall be filed within 15 day.
(2)   Entering with a Visitor Visa (or through Visa-exemption): Shall be filed within the visiting period.
4.      Notice:
If an alien who has been overstayed for not having change his/her registration of status within the time limit shall be fined or shall leave the ROC after being fined. He/She shall reapply after reentering the ROC in accordance with the regulations.
　

XXXII.        Q: Aliens whose APRC has been revoked for not having resided in the ROC for 183 days each year in accordance with subparagraph 4 of Article 31 of Immigration Law, can they apply for ARC without leaving the ROC and continue to stay? 
A:
1.      Regulated by: Article 31& 34 of Immigration Law and Paragraph 3 of Article 4 of Regulations Governing Visiting, Residence and Permanent Residence of Aliens.
2.      Application Authority: Residing local police bureau.
3.      Notice:
(1)   Aliens, when their APRC are revoked in accordance with subparagraph 4 of Article 31 of the Immigration Law, are entitled to apply for ARC if their residence is still valid.
(2)   The NPA will notify those permanent resident aliens who have not resided in the ROC for 183 days each year by registered mail to revoke their APRC. Only those whose residence is still valid are entitled to apply for ARC within 15 days, the others are required to leave the ROC after being notified.
