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Overview of Historical Sites and Martyr’s Shrines
· By the end of 2004, 590 historical sites were under protection and preservation. Compared to year 2003, an increase of 35 sites were recorded, including 40 national or first-grade historical sites (same as that of 2003), 139 provincial/city or second-grade historical sites (an increase of 15 sites from 2003), and 411 county/city or third-grade historical sites (an increase of 20 sites from 2003).

· Among the historical sites above, temples were the most at 171, then residential houses at 58, and tombs at 28.

· There were 19 martyr’s shrines in the end of 2004. The accumulative martyrs honored or worshiped in these shrines were 4,159, including military officers 46.9% and civilians (including police officers and firefighters) 53.1%. Of the 12 martyrs included in the shrines in 2004, 5 were military officers and 7 were civilians.
I. Historical Sites

A historical site refers to a historical building, a traditional settlement, an ancient street, an archaeological relic or other historical/cultural ruins designed and announced by the authorities pursuant to the Cultural Heritage Preservation Act and preserved and maintained by the law. By the end of 2004, 590 historical sites were under protection and preservation. Compared to year 2003, an increase of 35 sites was recorded.
1. Classification of historical sites

There are 40 national or first-grade historical sites, sharing 6.78% of the total; 139 provincial/city or second-grade historical sites, sharing 23.56% of the total; and 411 county/city or third-grade historical sites, sharing 69.66% of the total (NB: Historical sites designed before May 1997 were classified into first-grade, second-grade and third-grade historical sites, under the administration of the MOI, provincial (city) governments, and county (city) governments separately; since May 1997 the classification was changed into national, provincial (city), and county (city) historical sites after the amendment of the law; and since February 2000 the classification scheme was changed again into national, city, and county (city) historical sites after the amendment of the law).

2. Types of historical sites
Temples were the most at 171, sharing 28.98%; then residences at 58, sharing 9.83%; and the tombs at 28, sharing 4.75%. Other types of historical sites include 21 historical relics, 20 strategic forts and border passages, 17 city gates/walls and 17 government office buildings, 15 monumental arches and 15 tablets, 14 study houses, 9 bridges, 5 lighthouses and 5 churches, 4 ancient wells, 1 garden, and 190 others.

3. By County (city)
Most historical sites are located in Taipei City, a total of 114; then in Tainan City, a total of 112; and then in Taipei County, a total of 46. Lienchiang County has the least historical sites, a total of 3; then Taidong County, a total of 4; and then Yunlin County, a total of 6.

II. Martyr’s Shrines
Pursuant to the Martyr’s Shrine Regulations, military officers, government officials and civilians who gave their lives for justice and righteousness worthy of eulogizing and commemorating shall be worshipped by the public in a martyr’s shrine. By the end of 2004, there were 19 martyr’s shrines in Taiwan and Fujian Area, including martyr’s shrines in Taipei County, Yilan County, Taoyuan County, Miaoli County, Taichung County, Changhua County, Nantou County, Yunlin County, Tainan County, Pingtung County, Taidong County, Hualien County, Penghu County, Keelung City, Taichung City, Chiayi City, Tainan City, Taipei City and Kaohsiung City. By the end of 2004, the accumulative martyrs worshipped in these shrines were 4,159, including military officers 46.9% and the public (civilians including police officers and firefighters) 53.1%. Of the 12 martyrs included in the shrine in 2004, 5 were military officers and 7 were civilians.

1. Space of martyr’s shrines

The Taipei City Martyr’s Shrine is the biggest, with an area of 240,000m2; the Taichung City Martyr’s Shrine is the second biggest, with an area of 51,698m2; and the Hualien County Martyr’s Shrine is the third biggest, with an area of 25,787m2. The Nantou County Martyr’s Shrine is the smallest, with an area of 327m2; the Penghu County Martyr’s Shrine is the second smallest, with an area of 1,140m2; and the Keelung City Martyr’s Shrine is the third smallest, with an area of 1,201m2.
2. Accumulative martyrs worshipped in martyr’s shrines (memorial tablet counted by end of year)
The accumulative martyrs of Kaohsiung City Martyr’s Shrine are the greatest at 784; then the Taichung City Martyr’s Shrine at 486; and then the Hualien County Martyr’s Shrine at 361. The accumulative martyrs of Chiayi City Martyr’s Shrine are the least at 19; then the Yilan County Martyr’s Shrine at 28; and then the Taidong County Martyr’s Shrine at 32.

2. All martyr’s shrines in the table are approved by the MOI, which is different from the 「National Revolution Martyr’s Shrine」 in Yuanxan, Taipei City. The latter, approved by President via the Executive Yuan, is under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of National Defense for worshipping and commemorating martyrs or military officers who were killed in the National Revolution.
