1. Summary of Typhoon HAITANG

The typhoon warning of HAITANG in Taiwan area is terminated by Central Weather Bureau at 02:30 July 20, and a new heavy rainfall warning was replaced. The new warning areas include southern part and eastern part cities of Typhoon Island. It should notices heavy rainfall in Chia-Yi, Tainan, Kao-hsiung, and Ping-Dong when typhoon is leaving. People should notice landslide, rock-fall, and debris flow disaster in mountain area, and notice inundation and tide backward flow in low-lying or seashore areas.

(3) Others

1. The 30-member search team for four Yilang University climbers is continually under process by the Fire Department of Yilang government from July, 19. The rescue helicopters have dispatched for three times but without result that would dispatch again at 06:30, 20 July.

2. There were 21 people on the sandstone-delivery boat which was out of order on sea at 17:41, 18 July. Coast Guard Administration in Kaohsiung has disapatched a 92-member rescue team and 4 pneumatic boats for rescue. At 07, 20 July, the team has rescued 11 people. The rescue would not be under the process till the weather become fine. 

3. A residents living in Pingtung County was missing. The search is continually under process by the Fire Department of Pingtung County.

4. Communication was interrupted in Mudan Township, Pingtung County. Administration Office of Mudan Township will restore the Route 119. 

5. Chinan 3rd Rd in Kaohisung County was collapsed. The Fire Department forbade the vehicle driving and announced to Directorate General of Highway.

6. It was announced to Directorate General of Highway about the landslide in Route 28 in Kaohsiung County.
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
