Typhoon HAITANG

Emergency Response and Disposal Report 

Report by Central Emergency Operation Center
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1. Summary of Typhoon HAITANG
At 7:15 on July 18 , 2005, the center of Typhoon HAITANG, with 280 km radius of winds over 15m/s, was located at 30 kilometers east from Hualien County, moving northwest at a speed of 12 kilometers per hour. The warning land areas include the whole Taiwan Island, Lanyu, Lyudao, about the strong gust and heavy rainfall. The fishery and sailing near waters around Taiwan and Pratas Islands should take serious precautions. 

2. Suggestions by the President in the 4rd work report

(1) Typhoon HAITANG would carry strong gusts and heavy rainfalls. People should close the door and windows, and fix or dismantle scaffold and sigh-board. Besides, people living in the low-lying areas should strengthen the measures for disaster mitigation. The agencies responsible for disasters mitigation should exam all the dynamos and water pumps in order to make sure their operation.

(2) Residents who have been suffering from devastating mudflows and landslides for years in mountainous areas should beware of debris flow. The local government would evacuate people to shelters, and do follow-up work.  

(3) The constructions should be enhanced the countermeasures for disasters reduction. After determining to release water from reservoirs and operate Yuanshanzih Sluice Way, the responsible agencies should warm the residents living in downstream for preventing the disasters occurred.

(4) The officials of central and local government should take the responsibilities of disasters reductions, strengthen the countermeasures, and call upon people to get the information about typhoon from mass media that persuade the general from unnecessary outdoors activities.
