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General situation on the welfare service for the handicapped in 2006
· Until the end of 2006 there were about 248 welfare service institutions for the handicapped, which means 4 more comparing to the end of 2005; the most institutions are private (179), followed by the public founded and private operated institutions (54), the public institutions were only 15. At the end of 2006 about 16370 persons were accommodated, which means 2.9% more than the end of 2005; it represents 81.5% of the capacity and means an increase if 2.4% than the same time of 2005.
· All kind of subsidies for the handicapped persons accumulated to NT$ 18.19 billion in 2006, it represents an increase of 6.7% comparing to 2005; among all the subsidies, the most is the subsidy for living (77.7%), followed by the nursery subsidy (19.4%), the auxiliary alliances only occupied 2.9%.
· The institutions of Taipei City, Tainan County and Taipei County have accommodated the most handicapped persons with over 1,000 each; the most subsidy amount was Taipei County as the first place with NT$ 2,15 billion which represents 11.8%. 
1. Welfare service institutions for the handicapped: until the end of 2006 there were 248 welfare service institutions, which means 4 more than the end of 2005, besides of the night care, whole-day care, day care, partial time care service, they also provide temporary care, short time care and consulting services. 
(1) Classified in public or private: Mostly are private with 179 institutions, public founded and private operated institutions (54), the public institutions 15; among the cities and counties, Taipei City has the maximum with 45, followed by Taipei County with 27 and Taoyuan County on the third place with 21.

(2) Number of workers: 7,544 persons until the end of 2006, classified in sex, 1,369 males (18.15%), 6,175 females (81.85%); classified in work quality, the most are educators with 2,744 (36,37%), followed by the service personnel with 1,385 (18.36%), the rest are 1,049 administrative personnel, 657 nursing personnel, 565 social workers, 356 counseling personnel.
(3) Accommodated persons: All institutions are designed to accommodate 20,080 persons, the real accommodate amount is 16,370 persons, among them, 10,903 are whole-day care persons (66.60%), the rest is non-whole day care persons (33.40%); the occupancy rate is 81.52% of the capacity, the highest occupancy rate among the cities and counties is Chaiyi with 94.27％, followed by Yunlin with 94.00％, then followed by Taipei City with 92.55％ at the third place, the lowest are Tainan City (69.72％), Tainan County (71.82％), Hualien County (73.99％). 
2. Subsidy situation of the handicapped: The total accumulated subsidy sum in 2006 was NT$ 18.185 billion, this represents an increase of 6.67％ comparing to 2005; among all the subsidies the most one is the subsidy for living with NT$ 14.125 billion (77.67％), the nursery subsidy with NT$ 3.536 billion (19.44％), auxiliary equipments subsidy with NT$ 525 million (2.89％). 
(1) Subsidy for living: The registered persons with low income and extremely heavy, heavy and middle handicapped will receive NT$ 7,000 per person per month, lightly handicapped will receive NT$ 4,000 monthly; The persons with middle-low income and extremely heavy, heavy and middle handicapped will receive NT$ 4,000 per person per month, lightly handicapped will receive NT$ 3,000 monthly; veterans who also receive living allowance could get the supplementary difference; The above subsidies shall not surpass the minimum wage established by the Executive Yuan. In 2006 3,475,180 persons have received the allowance with the sum of NT$ 14.125 billion; the subsidies for persons/month with middle and low income represent 14.43％ and 22.96％ of the total sum respectively, the families with middle and low income represent 84.81％ and 76.61％, the complementary difference for veterans represents 0.76％ and 0.43％.
(2) Subsidies for the auxiliary equipments: In 2006, 50,817 persons have been subsidized, with a subsidy sum of NT$ 525 million; the amount of subsidized persons and sum of the families with middle-low income represent 4.05％ and 7.28％ of the totality, the families with non-low income represent 95.95％ and 92.72％.
(3) Nursery subsidy: At the end of 2006, the welfare institutions had accepted 23,771 handicapped persons for accommodation education and day care, the subsidized sum had been accumulated to NT$ 3.536 billion.
(4) Classification according to cities and counties: Taipei County had received the most subsidy sum of NT$ 2.149 billion which represents 11.82%, followed by Taichung County with NT$ 1.318 billion which represents 7.25%, Kaohsiung City on the third place with NT$ 1.308 billion which represents 7.19％.
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
