Regulations Governing Severe Disaster Response for Historic Sites
重大災害古蹟應變處理辦法

Article 1
These Regulations are enacted in accordance with Paragraph Two, Article 30-2 of the Cultural Heritage Preservation Act.
Article 2

“Severe disasters” as mentioned in these regulations refers to damage to historic sites (hereinafter referred to as “a/the site) caused by windstorms, floods, fires, earthquakes of any other natural or man-made disaster. 
Article 3
The competent authorities of historic sites shall invite experts, scholars and related personnel to prepare an Emergency Response Team and outline procedures in the event that severe disaster affects a site.
Article 4 
In the event that a site under the jurisdiction of the central competent authority of historic 
sites is affected by a severe disaster, the Emergency Response Team will conduct field
investigations and make any immediate necessary repairs.  In the event that a site that is 
not under the jurisdiction of the central competent authority is affected by a severe 
disaster, the administration, operating agency, association or individual in charge of the 
site must immediately notify the municipal or county (city) government; upon receipt of 
such notification, said governments will immediately convene an Emergency Response 
Team to conduct field investigations and make the immediate necessary repairs. Said
governments will then notify the central competent authority of historic sites. 

Emergency Response Teams referred to in the preceding two paragraphs will inform the 
central competent authority; the composition of said teams will be determine by the 
central competent authority of historic sites.
Article 5
The tasks of Emergency Response Group are as follows:
1. To provide consultation and suggestions on the determination of severe disasters to historic sites and the scope of such disasters.
2. To study out emergency response measures and temporary treatment schemes.

3. Other matters related to emergency response.
Article 6

The Emergency Response Team will present any temporary treatment suggestions 
(emergency reinforcement, structural support, protection of cultural relics etc.) to the 
central competent authority of historic sites and the municipal or county (city) 
government within seven (7) days after the occurrence of a severe disaster.
The central competent authority and municipal or county (city) government will execute 
the suggestions referred to in the preceding paragraph within three days of the date the
suggestions were made; said governments will then report to their superiors or 
subordinates accordingly for their reference.

Article 7

In the event that a temporary treatment scheme is necessary, the following principals will 
be adhered to:

1. Continued damage to the historical site must be prevented.

2. The original appearance, historical and cultural style must not suffer any further damage.

3. Building materials that are removable and will not damage the historic site will be used in protective measures

Article 8

The competent authorities of historic sites will record in their budget all expenses entailed by severe disaster response for a site.

Article 9
These Regulations shall come into force as of the date of promulgation.
